	2 doses or documented history of disease written by physician.


*The new law, beginning July 1, 2011, requires that all students entering the 7th through the 12th grades have a Tdap vaccine.  For immunity to Pertussis, or whooping cough, which is currently an epidemic in California a Tdap vaccination is now required after age 7.
